4) Look for quality fabrics that are appropriate for your climate:—silk wool blends and
cotton are among my favorites.

5) Buy fewer and buy classic!

6) Look for clothes that will be multi functional and versatile.

Your Total will be at LEAST 30 different outfits! AWESOME!!
