Earrings Fashion that Flatters Your Face Shape!

Whether you're a heart, oval, round, diamond, triangle, square, or oblong, there's a right type of earring and then there's a wrong. Face Shape: Oblong like Sarah Jessica Parker
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If you're an oblong-faced female, the length of your face is much longer than the width. While the sides of your face are straight, with your forehead, jawline, and cheekbones being the same width, your hairline and jawline are often rounded.


Earrings Fashion:
Balance the length of your face with wide earrings that come no lower than your chin. Square earrings and fan-shaped earrings work well with oblong faces. Your wardrobe will be a big fan of these 10K Tri-Color Fan Hoop Earrings from Sears.com ($119.99)!
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Face Shape: Round like Oprah Winfrey
Round-faced ladies have faces that are almost as wide as long, with a round and full jawline. On round faces, cheekbones are the widest part of the face, and your hairline is often round, too.


Earrings Fashion:
Look for earrings that are more long than wide to give your face balance. Drops of all kinds look good on round faces; rectangle drops look great! Try these Sterling Silver Tear Drop Earrings from Avon.com ($14.99) for a sleek and sophisticated accessory.
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Face Shape: Heart like Jennifer Lopez
Heart-faced women have faces that have slightly more length than width, with a straight or widow-peaked hairline and a long, pointy jawline. On heart faces, the sides taper from the forehead to the jaw, which is the narrowest facial point. Your forehead tends to be the widest part of your face, on par with your cheekbones.


Earrings Fashion:
Add jawline width and facial length with teardrop-shaped earrings with a large stone at the bottom and oval-shaped earrings. Check out these Beautiful Barcelona Earrings from Avon.com ($5.99) for an awesome option.
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Face Shape: Oval like Julia Roberts
Oval faces don't possess extreme angles - your face is an upside-down egg-shape, with a forehead that is broader than your jawline, which is slightly rounded. Your cheekbones being your widest facial point..

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Face Shape: Triangle like Victoria Beckham
Ladies with triangular faces have broad jaws that are the widest part of the face. Your face is longer than it is wide and your forehead is narrow, with the side of your face tapering from your jaw to your forehead.

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Face Shape: Square like Calista Flockhart 
If you've got a square face, your face is about as long as it is wide, and your jawline is broad and square. Your face is straight at the sides without much difference in width between your forehead, jaw, and cheekbones.

Look for earrings that will round things out on your face, creating contours and softness. Hoop earrings are a must-have for square faces, as are circle-shaped earrings. These Birthstone Hoop Earrings have a twist that you'll absolutely love!

Face Shape: Diamond like Elizabeth Hurley
Diamond faces are widest at the cheekbones and are narrow both at the forehead and the chin. Your face is usually longer than wide.


Earrings Fashion:
Look for earrings that make your narrow jawline look wider, like pear-shaped earrings and triangle-shaped earrings. You'll widen and go wild over these Sterling Silver Flat Triangle Hoop Earrings from Amazon.com ($28).
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Face Shape: Rectangle like Sandra Bullock
Rectangle-faced women always have faces that are longer than they are wide, with broad and square jawlines. the sides of rectangle faces are straight with the jawline, cheekbones, and forehead about the same width. Your hairline is usually straight if you have a rectangle face.
